· The abstract may be a document in PowerPoint, Microsoft Word or Adobe Acrobat formats – the organizers do not want to restrict your choice of submission formats
· The organizers reserve the right to modify the format (but not the content) to support the generation of the abstract CD

· The abstract topic should focus on the use of seismic data  for reservoir characterization and in de-risking exploration opportunities
· Case histories are preferred

· The length of the talk should be no less than 20 min and no more than 40 min – the organizers ask that you indicate the length of the talk with your submission and that you honor this time allocation during the actual presentation
